Welcome to  LOUDEST WHISPERS, the LGBT Art Exhibition supported by the North London NHS Charitable Fund and Camden LGBT Forum.  Loudest Whispers is linked to Camden and Islington LGBT History Month 2015 as part of the nationwide celebrations in February.  2015 is the sixth  LOUDEST WHISPERS exhibition. 
The exhibition is a group show open to previous exhibitors as well as new artists, particularly those who have never exhibited before.  Submissions are invited from both self-taught and professional artists.  For artists who have exhibited in previous LW exhibitions we are particularly interested in work that shows how the artist is developing.  The exhibition aims to select work so that there is a balance between new and established artists.   The exhibition is mixed media and we are looking for LGBT artwork and artists working in a range of media, including painting, drawing, jewellery, mixed media, pottery, tapestries, sculpture and certain forms of installation.  Film and video may be considered, but opportunities are more restricted. 
The opening night is Friday 30/01/15 from 5-8pm.  The exhibition will be open to the public from 3/02/15 to approx 23/4/15 Monday to Friday, 9.00AM to 5.00PM with TBC a Saturday opening and Meet The Artist events.
Procedure for Consideration
Complete the  SUBMISSION FORM on page 2.  Provide a paragraph about the submitted work (including  where possible on line images which will be considered for use in publicity artwork ) and another about yourself as an artist  that includes details about any relevant  background, training and previous exhibitions.  Please ensure you select your available dates and times for a short, informal interview to ensure your work is right for us and our exhibition is right for you.
All work will be considered, but not every entry may be accepted.  Artwork containing elements likely to offend, including nudity, violence and graphic language may not be accepted as the gallery is also within a working environment. We encourage work for sale which includes a 20% donation to the Charitable Fund supporting the gallery.
This year we are asking for submissions in 2 categories: OPEN (work on any subject) and  HISTORY/MEMORY (celebrating LGBT contributions to world history or personal memories).  You may enter either or both categories.  We are requesting up to four pieces of  related work per artist but we ask that only one of these is of a large size.  Please call to discuss if you feel you have something outside of this ruling you would  like to be considered. Art work displayed in previous LOUDEST WHISPERS exhibitions will not be accepted.  If there is a large number of submissions, we cannot guarantee we will accept all of your artwork, taking into consideration available gallery space. Submissions must be received by midnight on 1/12/14

Artists will be invited to attend a short interview in the week beginning 08/12/14 or 15/12/14.  Once interviewed, we will notify you of the outcome and successful artists will receive an exhibitors’ pack.  This contains details about exhibiting in the gallery, including  details of sales arrangements for those wishing to sell.  Artists are responsible for providing work ready to hang, including frames and mirror plates for secure display.  Artists who have never exhibited at LW before are encouraged to request advice  from The Arts Project BEFORE submitting work ready for hanging.  Work accepted for the exhibition will need to be delivered   MONDAY 19/1/15 and TUESDAY 20/1/15 with installation taking place soon after.
Artist fee contribution to Costs
Artists whose work is selected will be asked to pay £20 as a contribution  towards the 3 month extended run of the exhibition , publicity and opening night expenses.  Other subsidies are provided by our charitable fund supporters.
